Privacy Policy

This Privacy Policy sets out what categories of Personal Information 4Racing Proprietary Limited

(“4Racing”) may collect from you as well as how 4Racing processes that Personal Information.

1. Who does this Policy apply to?

This policy applies to you if you are:

1.1. a visitor to our website www.play.tabonline.co.za, www.tabonline, www.betontab.co.za,

www.soccerb.co.za, www.computaform.co.za (“Website”); or

1.2. a customer of 4Racing

2. What is Personal Information?

2.1. “Personal Information” has the definition set out in the Protection of Personal

Information Act 4 of 2013 (“the Act”), and means, information which relates to you as

an identifiable natural person or juristic person, including, but not limited to:

2.1.1. information relating to the race, gender, sex, pregnancy, marital status,
national, ethnic or social origin, colour, sexual orientation, age, physical or
mental health, well-being, disability, religion, conscience, belief, culture,
language and birth of the person;

2.1.2. information relating to the education or the medical, financial, criminal or
employment history of the person;

2.1.3. any identifying number, symbol, e-mail address, physical address, telephone
number, location information, online identifier or other particular assignment
to the person;

2.1.4. the biometric information of the person; and

2.1.5. the personal opinions, views or preferences of the person.

2.2. Personal Information excludes:

2.2.1. information that has been made anonymous so that it does not identify a
specific person;

2.2.2. permanently de-identified information that does not relate or cannot be traced
back to you specifically;

2.2.3. non-personal statistical information collected and compiled by us; and

2.2.4. information that you have provided voluntarily in an open, public environment

or forum including any blog, chat room, community, classifieds, or discussion
board (because the information has been disclosed in a public forum, it is no
longer confidential and does not constitute personal information subject to

protection under this notice).

Information you provide to 4Racing

3.1.1. The Personal Information we collect and process may include, but is not limited

to:

When you respond to direct marketing from 4Racing, we collect your publicly

available information.

When you request our services, you may be asked to provide us with additional

information.

We strive to collect only that Personal Information which is necessary for the intended

purpose of the collection.

We will use this Personal Information to fulfil your account, provide services and

information to you as we reasonably think appropriate and for any other purposes set

out in this notice.

used to review and improve our Website.

8. Transfer to another country

We may transmit or transfer Personal Information outside of the country in which it

was collected to a foreign country and process it in that country. Personal Information may be

stored on servers located outside the country in which it was collected in a foreign country

whose laws protecting Personal Information may not be as stringent as the laws in the country

in which it was collected. You consent to us processing your Personal Information in a foreign

country whose laws regarding processing of personal information may be less stringent.
